	Sentence One – Opening statement (Topic you are writing about)

Remember:

 Every time there is a change of topic in your essay, start a new paragraph. 

If in doubt, cite your work.  If you are using a “direct quote” longer than 40 words the entire quote needs to be indented on either side with a citation.  For example,

“Mrs. Schenk believes quite strongly that a sound knowledge of the systems of your body will help you make better health decisions for you now and in the future.  Arming yourself with the correct knowledge and skills with an open mind will support a life filled with great decision making, health and happiness. ” (Schenk, 2015)
